Lesson plans and activities are aligned with Massachusetts 
Department of Education Curriculum Frameworks for “Science and 
Technology/Engineering,” “Mathematics,” “English Language Arts,” 
and “History and Social Science.”

• �Win great awards! Each participating class receives a Certificate 
of Recognition, student prizes and entry into a drawing for grand 
prizes such as a schoolwide show by an environmental “edu-tainer.”

• �Get free recycling equipment! Eligible classes may receive 
recycling bins, toters, compost bins and worm bins. 

• �Enjoy special library privileges! The Green Team Library 
offers videos, DVDs, books, curricula and recycling activity kits 
to Green Team members. 

• �Build team spirit! Use the Green Team database to share 
information with other teachers.

2. Once you have registered 
    you will receive a Green
    Team kit containing 
    instructions, a poster, 
    GREEN TEAM 
    achievement stickers, lesson plans and 
    other materials.

3. Choose an activity to conduct with your 
    students. 

4. For each activity completed, place a 
   GREEN TEAM achievement sticker on 
   your poster.

5. Report which activities your class 
completed using the reporting form in 
your kit or on the Green Team web 
site. You will receive a Certificate of 
Recognition for your class and be 
entered into the drawing for prizes such 
as pencils, wristbands, mini-recycling bin 
planters and special assembly 
presentations.
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
